Reports of Officers

President: 

Ron Olsen welcomed the new members and had them introduce themselves.  He then thanked the entire membership for coming and making the booster club stronger and more vibrant.  The new executive board members were introduced and the old and new board members were welcomed back.  The various members and committees were thanked for all their hard work and support as well as for attending the Thunderbird games in support of the Silvertips.

In a recap of last year we raised $ 300 in cash and many pounds of food.  

Vice President: 
Mike House explained the host server transfer which is interfering with our website and our email program.  He advised the membership that the bugs are being worked out.   Mike further advised that Verizon and GTE email users will not get email from the booster club yet.  They are not certain why this is happening but they are working to resolve this issue.

Committee Reports
Membership Committee


Jan, the committee chair person advised that as of August 10, 2005 we had 26 new members and 74 renewals.  



Calendar Committee

Tamera, the committee chairperson, advised that the committee has been working diligently on the calendars.  They are hoping to have them available for sale at the Labor Day tournament and will sell for $ 10.00 each.
In November a supplemental page will come out with new players (i.e. any players joining the team after the first printing) on it.  1,000 new calendars will be printed at that time with the new players in it.

Road Trips:
Pam, in absence of the committee chairperson, advised that they have been working steadily on a Eastern swing road trip which will leave on November 4th and will be returning November 12th.  The cost will be $ 615 per double occupancy, $ 510 per triple occupancy, $ 460 per quadruple occupancy and $ 925 per single occupancy.  The fee for kids traveling with an adult will be $ 300.00.  The trip will last 9 days and will include the bus, hotel and game tickets.
They have also organized a road trip to Kamloops for the opening game on Saturday, September 24th.  The bus will leave at 9:00 am and will return at approximately 4:00 pm on Sunday.  The price for this trip will be $ 105 per double occupancy and $ 75 triple occupancy.  If there is more interest for this trip there is the possibility of getting a $ 15.00 refund.  There is a $ 55.00 deposit due immediately and payment in full will be due by September 10th.  

Flyers are being sent to team sponsors to see if there is interest there.  Non-members will need to pay an additional $ 15.00 per person.  There will be a sign-up sheet outside the Events Center during the Labor Day Tournament.


Events and Hospitality Committee


Kevin, the committee chairperson, advised that the committee met last Wednesday for their 1st meeting.  The next meeting for this committee will be Tuesday, August 16th at the Vintage Café at 7 pm.  

They are currently searching for a venue that will hold approximately 300 people for the holiday party.

There will be a meet and greet with the players for booster club members only on September 10th.  The location has not yet been chosen but is in the works.
Audit Committee


Debi, the committee chairperson advised that the committee conducted an audit of the booster club books on June 15th.  They reviewed the last 2 years worth of books.  They found nothing of concern but did make some recommendations.  They found a few missing receipts however all issues have been resolved.

Secret Pals Committee
Joanie introduced Janet Hawes and Debbie Day-Carpenter as the Secret Pals Committee co-chairs for this committee.
Joanie advised that their new rules were approved by the executive board.  She further advised that the rules will now go to the team for their approval.

They will take sign-ups before September.
Scrapbook Committee

Announcements
