President: 

Ron Olsen welcomed the new members and had them introduce themselves.  He stated that we are still in the process of complying with the RCW of Washington for a nonprofit status so that we can continue to support the Silvertips and other charitable organizations in the community.  He also stated that Mike House has continued to work on the glitches with the emails and thanked him for all of the time he has spent on this and working on the website. Treasurer:
