Call to Order
Meeting called to order by Mike House.

Approval of Minutes

Nominations

Secretary:  Joyce Mannon was nominated for secretary and Mike House confirmed that Joyce had advised him she would accept the nomination.
Treasurer: Debbie Jordan and Debbie Putnam were nominated. Debbie Jordan accepted but Debbie Putnam was not present to accept the nomination.
Member at Large: (two positions)  John Postlewait, Nancy Burr, Barbara Morris, Chad Chase and Brynna (last name not stated and not on the sign in sheet) were nominated and all accepted the nomination. 
Mike House opened the floor for any nominated person to speak to the membership. Debbie Jordan, John Postlewait, Barbara Morris each spoke to their experience and desire to serve on the board.  Mike House requested that all candidates provide to Pat Hawes a statement and a digital picture for the website. Joannie Cowles offered to take pictures after the meeting.  Debbie Jordan suggested that candidates be available at the booster club during home games. Mike House felt that the picture and statement on the website would be sufficient. Jeff Cowles stated that the statement needs to include how long you have been a member and what committees/positions you have served on.
Mike House opened the floor for general discussions.
Joannie Cowles offered to put together information for an electronic newsletter for the website.  Jason Kamb advised we have a volunteer for this already but due to the lateness of the year was not going to start until next season.
 It was asked if the booster club has contact with other booster clubs.  Kim Hopper advised she has been working on this.  Ron Olsen reported we have only had one visit from another booster club and that was reciprocal to what the Portland booster club had provided to our booster club when we went there.  Mike House advised our past road trip person plans to come back next year and hopefully that will help in organizing that type of thing.  Pat Hawes advised a lot of out of town booster club members stop at our booster club table to visit and look at the calendar. 
Mike House requested another two volunteers for the nominations/elections committee as one is wife of a member who is running and the other is now running for a position.  Harty (last name not provided and illegible on sign in sheet) and one other member not identified on the tape recording volunteered.
A member expressed frustration with everything needing to be approved by the team before we can take action.  He also questioned why the events we host have hundreds of members present (such as the holiday party) however only ten to fifteen members are present at meetings.  It was explained it seems that if the players are not going to be present the majority of the members have no interest in participating.  We are trying to set up activities such as the bowling parties to get members involved regardless of player participation. Kim Hopper asked for ideas other than a bowling party be emailed to her through the website.
