Reports of Officers

President: 

Ron Olsen welcomed the new members and had them introduce themselves.  .
Vice President: 
Mike House stated that the website hosting change is official.  It was supposed to happen February 1st but was completed a little early.  There were some early glitches however he has been working with the provider to make permissions available.  He further stated that the booster club is still looking for help with maintaining the website.
Treasurer:
Ryan Hanggi stated that the IRS has again denied our non-profit status.  The booster club will continue to work toward obtaining non-profit status.  We currently owe approximately $ 3,800 in taxes.  We are looking at changing our year to end on June 1st to follow the season.  We currently have $ 20,000 in the general funds account.
Committee Reports


Calendar Committee

Ron Olson, the committee liaison, advised that the calendar sales have slowed down.  The booster club is still selling 2 to 3 calendars per game.
Hospitality Committee

Janet Dearing, the committee chairperson, stated that parents’ weekend was last weekend.  Parents received gift bags which were put together from items that were donated to the booster club.  It was held at the Cambridge Inn again this year.  Many parents advised Janet that other WHL teams do not do this type of thing for the players parents and that they really appreciate the booster club.

Community Outreach Committee

Vickie Nysether, the committee liaison, announced Bowling With the Tips.  She asked that if you haven’t signed up to please do so as soon as possible.  Currently the booster club has raised $ 1,500 for this event.  We have 15 bowlers paid and need 90.  She further stated that the Providence Children’s Pavilion staff has told her that they would like an outside play area for the children.  She went on to state that he bowling alley is only charging $ 5 per bowler.  Shirley Olsen added that we currently have about 40 people interested in bowling and that you do not have to bowl to enjoy this event.

Membership Committee
