Reports of Officers

President: 

Ron Olsen thanked everyone who has stepped- up and worked hard to make the booster club a success.  He then told the members that the executive board thanks everyone who has helped this past year.

Vice President:

Treasurer:
Ryan Hanggi stated that the Booster Club currently has $ 20,300 in the account.  However, there are other outstanding bills and budgeted obligations not included in this report.  $ 2,500 will go to the educational fund.  $ 3,700 will be for tax liabilities.  There was $ 4,600 in membership revenues, $ 12,525 in calendar revenue, 

$ 6,000 in calendar/advertising and $ 1,825.00 in ornament revenue.




Jenny Ames stated that she thought the booster club was not going to contribute to the educational fund.  She was advised that the executive board has been advised by the WHL that a trust fund has been set up for each team.  Each team has to contribute to that.  As a booster club we can do that as well.  We can act as a supplemental fund for American players’ tuition.  We would like to put in $ 2,500 this year.  The future years will vary depending on how much we gross each year.

Committee Reports
Membership Committee



Jan Shaw, the committee chairperson, advised that we currently have 336 members and are constantly gaining new members here and there.  She stated that most booster club members are not season ticket holders.
