Call to Order
The General Membership Meeting was called to order by Mike House at 1:00 p.m. with the above mentioned executive board members present.  New members introduced themselves.

Approval of Minutes from Previous General Membership Meeting
As minutes from the previous General Membership Meeting became available just prior to today’s meeting Mike House put up for vote the minutes being read to those present and approved or posted to the website for the membership to read and approve.  Membership present voted to read the minutes and Mike House advised they would also be available for reading on the website. Debbie Jordan, Member at Large, read the minutes which were then approved by Jason Kamb and seconded by Kim Hopper.  It was suggested that the minutes be read at every meeting.

Committee reports
Fund Raising 

Pat Hawes reported that the ornament auction date will be determined in the next couple of weeks it will be scheduled for December.

Events Committee
Les Averill gave the committee report during the report of officers.

Hospitality Committee
Kim Hopper reported that she had sent out feelers to other booster clubs but has not received a response.  She will be sending a mass email.  Kim will have an informal committee meeting after today’s General Membership meeting.

Membership Committee
Ron Olsen advised that the membership numbers are same as they were at last meeting but have tapered off.  They are in the process of re-verifying the information on the membership forms and trying to get all the email addresses correct. Mike House provided a list of seven names that bounced and Ron will be calling them to verify the address.

Calendar Committee
Ron Olsen reported that 367 calendars have been sold but sales have tapered off.  Many of the advertisers have advised they are really impressed with the finished product. Ron requested that the membership recommend the calendars to people at games as not allowed to advertise in the arena.

Secret Pals
Janet Hawes reported the two drops they have had went really well. They had to re-establish a working relationship with security and they working with us much better this year. 1/3 of the pals are new to the program.  Mike House asked if there is a needs for the committee such as more participants. Janet advise they are ok at this time.

Scrapbook Committee
Jason Kamb reported the scrapbook committee is doing an awesome job at communication this year. Beckie advised that there is openings for scrapbook if anyone would like to do a scrapbook for a player.

Travel Committee
Mike House reported that Theresa has stepped up to be the chair. Mike has requested that she start setting up some programs and bring them to the board for approval. Mike hopes to have some road trips scheduled in the near future.

Parents Weekend
Janet Dearing asked if a date had been set yet. Mike House will find the date and report to Janet.

Old Business
Pat Hawes asked if anyone knows of someone of interest for speaker or other ideas of what we can do to “add spice” to our meetings.  Due to the number of weekend hockey games and preset membership meetings it has been difficult to schedule an on ice official as a guest speaker.  We will try to approach the team for someone but that is also difficult.

Mike House thanked Joannie Cowles for suggesting and purchasing the cards for Dave Piland.

New Business
Janet Dearing questioned what is going on with the table (at the arena) this year. Mike House spoke with Zoran Rajic who advised the team is allowed 5 tables. In the past they have allowed the booster club two but this creates a hardship to meet other needs, therefore, we will be using one and if there is a need for another at a specific game we can request it. It was suggested that the cart be used at the games instead of the extra table as now that the banner cannot be used there is concern that people are unaware that the table is still there. Pat Hawes accepted responsibility for the cart as he had planned to work on the it this summer to make it more useful but was unable.  The team had concerns about what the booster club has been selling at the games since we want a good relationship with the team/office we are working with them on this issue.  Janet Dearing mentioned the announcement of the booster club at the game. Mike House explained they approached the team about dropping a certificate for a free calendar from the blimp - which was done.  It was suggested that a free calendar be given at each home game. Ron Olsen advised we give almost two hundred calendars every year to players, their parents, the office staff, sponsors and the scouts. The general membership did not feel this was an issue and that it would benefit the booster club. It was suggested to add a sticker to the free calendar with the booster club information. Jason Kamb reminded the membership to bring this type of idea to the membership/board as the better we do as an organization the better we can support the team.

A new member brought to the boards attention concern regarding the budget not having been presented to the membership yet and the Secretary’s continued absence from meetings. It was also mentioned that persons were disinclined to become members in the past as the booster club was seen as a clique.  The board confirmed they are aware of these concerns and are working on them and encouraged others to become more involved.  A member explained that some members do not go online/have email so are unaware of what they can do to participate. The board acknowledge this concern and are willing to work on it. Woody asked about the link from the Silvertips site to the booster clubs site as it was difficult to find our website. Mike House stated that it had been removed a couple years ago due to controversy brewing in the club however we believe that we have resolved that issue.

There was a question about a five year lapel pin. The board suggested that they contact Sheila Howard. 

A member requested that the membership’s email addresses be available for the purpose of organizing road trips etc. Mike House reminded us that each members personal information is private and the email address is part of that privacy policy. Jason Kamb said they could talk to the road trip committee regarding this.

A member asked about the scheduling of the General Membership meetings. Ron Olsen reported that the Flying Pig has new owners and he will be in contact with them to confirm the new owners will honor the past owners commitment to the booster club regarding continuing to have meetings there. Our next meeting was scheduled for December 2nd but the holiday party is now scheduled for that day. The board acknowledged the need for a meeting to present the budget and made plans to schedule the next meeting for November 17th at 3:00 p.m.. Debbie Jordan, member at large, advised she has a prior engagement for the 17th so will not be present.   Having a meeting on a weeknight was suggested but the membership felt this was not a good idea.
