Call to Order

The General Membership Meeting was called to order by Ron Olsen at 1:00 p.m. with the above mentioned executive board members present.

Approval of Minutes from Previous General Membership Meeting
Motion:
A motion to accept the minutes, with corrections, from September 18, 2005 was made by Howard Shaw.

Reports of Officers

President: 

Ron Olsen welcomed the new members and had them introduce themselves.  Ron Olsen went on to ask member, Jason Kamb, if he received the minutes from the previous minutes, Jason stated that he did receive them however there were some typo’s that needed to be corrected.  Joannie Robbin’s name was spelled incorrectly and the word “made” was missing in a motion.  Jason was advised that these errors were corrected.  Ron Olsen further explained that per Robert’s Rules of Order we are not required to record seconds to motions however we are required to identify members making motions and speaking.  Ron then asked all members present to identify themselves and spell their names prior to making a motion.



Howard Shaw began his presentation of 4 sets of goalie gear for the Mights and Squirts of Everett Youth Hockey with the help of Greg Bauman, owner of Play It Again Sports.  Unfortunately Mr. Bauman was unable to attend today’s meeting.  In the beginning of the search Howard Shaw found 2 sets of goalie gear unfortunately the cost was $ 2,250.  He received a call from Greg Bauman who offered his assistance with this task.  Together they were able to obtain not 2, but 4 sets of goalie gear.  Jan Shaw, owner of Woodshed Embroidery, embroidered the gear bags with the ESHBC logo.  Christopher Rob and his son, Spencer, were on hand to accept the gear.  As a show of appreciation he and his family joined the Booster Club today.  Mr. Rob explained that Everett Youth Hockey is 3 years old.  It was created with the help of Christopher Rob and Kyle Wintermute, Rink Manager of the Comcast Community Ice Rink.  Mr. Rob further explained that Everett Youth Hockey began with 49 players and grew to 120.  He firmly believes that having the Silvertips in Everett has helped the growth of the Everett Youth Hockey.  He went on to explain that he believes that the volunteers, like Howard Shaw & Dick Dweyer, are one of the most important aspects of the program and they are very appreciated.    Howard Shaw concluded the presentation by stating that Sue Weiss brought this concept to the ESHBC board.  He extended his sincerest thanks to Sue Weiss.  Lisa Leslie, a parent of an Everett Youth Hockey goalie expressed her thanks because it is very expensive for these players to participate.  Shirley Schaudies asked how much it costs for a player to play one season.  Christopher Rob stated that they play a 20 game schedule which includes 25 practices, ice time, uniforms, and referees.  It is $ 700 per year per player.  It costs approximately $ 13.50 per hour of ice time.  Ron Olsen stated that through the efforts of some members present (selling calendars) the Booster Club was able to purchase this gear.
Vice President: 
Mike House stated that we are still having email problems however our service provider is working with Verizon to solve the email issues.  Verizon views our emails as “spam”.  Mike further explained that the delay in getting the emails and/or minutes to the membership is partially his fault.  He stated that the secretary was previously unable to email to the membership due to the difficulties we were having with our service provider and that he was emailing the minutes and such to the membership.  He further stated that when he received the minutes from the secretary he inadvertently believed that the emails went out to the entire membership.
Treasurer:
Ryan Hanggi stated that the Booster Club currently has $ 25,000 in the account.  $ 5,000 of that money is a calendar expense.  $ 8,000 was for deposits for the Central Swing which will be refunded directly after this meeting which leaves $ 12,000.  We have currently received $ 11,975 in income from calendar ads, $ 4,400 has been raised from the sales of calendars and $ 3,585 in revenues has come from membership dues.
Committee Reports
Membership Committee


Pat Hawes, the committee liaison, advised that as of today we have 293 member families and 90 families have not renewed.  We are much further ahead this season than last season as we had 300 members by December last season.


Calendar Committee

Tamera Kinsella, the committee chairperson, advised that the committee is hoping to get permission from the Silvertips to walk around and sell the calendars.  Ron Olsen added that if everyone present at the meeting today bought a calendar and then promoted it to their family, friends and co-workers it would really help.


Events and Hospitality Committee


In Kevin Ames’ absence Mike House, the committee liaison, advised that the Holiday Party is scheduled for December 4th however the location still has to be finalized.  Member Frankie Wilbanks stated that the Events Committee will be meeting on Tuesday, October 11th at the Vintage Café at 6:30 p.m.

Fundraising Committee
Pat Hawes, the fundraising committee liaison, advised that the fundraising committee met today.  The nominees are set and will be announced at the next general membership meeting.  Pat Hawes further asked that anyone with fundraising ideas please present them to the Booster Club for consideration.

Secret Pals Committee
Joannie Robbins, one of the committee co-chairs, advised that we lost 3 players.  Their secret pals have been notified.  Joannie stated that the Secret Pals program is doing fine.

Scrapbook Committee


Katrina Johnson, the committee chairperson, advised that all players have been assigned a scrapbooker however the committee would like a list of reserves.  Katrina went on to advise the their first crop will be on November 4th at noon at Creating A Good Book in Marysville.
New Business
Ron Olsen advised that just prior to the last general membership meeting the Board received a letter of resignation from Sue Weiss, Member at Large.  The Executive Board’s recommendation was Vicky Nysether.
Motion:
A motion to appoint Vicky Nysether as the new Member at Large for the remainder of the season was made by Les Avril.
Motion carried
Frankie Wilbanks stated that the Booster Club needs the payments for the Seattle Game Packages as soon as possible and that she will be at the Booster Club table at the upcoming home games to take those payments.  Ron Olsen added that the section has been moved to Section 106 at the Key Arena.
Howard Shaw thanked Jason Kamb for being polite with the wording of his emails to the Executive Board with regard to his suggestions and corrections.  Howard reminded the membership that this is a volunteer organization.  He asked the membership to allow the President, Ron Olsen, to send a letter to Mrs. Kristi Simmons putting her on notice for her derogatory emails.
Motion:
A motion was made by Howard Shaw to have Mrs. Simmons put on notice by written letter from the Booster Club.


Discussion:
Jason Kamb stated that he believes there should be a committee to handle this sort of issue and that he does not believe this is a membership issue.
